The power of reading 
At Maffra PS we value reading and encourage all 
students to read frequently.  As Dr Seuss says ‘The 
more that you read, the more things you will know.  
The more that you learn the more places you’ll go’. 
We want the very best for all children and we want all 
children to reach their potential. Being able to read 
fluently, comprehend what has been read and 
respond to a range of text types assists readers 
throughout their life. It is recommended that 
establishing routines encourages children to read 
frequently.  
 
Reading is an effective way of increasing the number 
of words children know and can then use in their lives. 
As you read to a child you are pouring into the child’s 
ears (and brain) all the sounds, syllables, endings and 
blendings that will make up all the new words they 
will someday be asked to read and understand. 
Through stories you are filling in the background 
knowledge necessary to understand things that aren’t 
common to their everyday lives like war, whales or 
wanderlust. You can take them on a journey to places 
they may have, or may not have seen and expand 
their vocabulary. This week, I encourage you to read 
with your child, and enjoy the pleasures a good book 
and having someone to share it with can bring.
